Slot the Virt Camera Unit onto the thin end of the Virt Camera Arm Front.

Secure the parts together using the Virt Camera Unit Screw D. The screw should be tight 
enough that the USB-C slot is accessible, but not so tight that the Virt Camera Unit or 
Virt Camera Arm Front are damaged.

Using careful pressure, push the end of the Virt Camera Arm Front into the end of the 
Virt Camera Arm Back.

Plug the USB-C Cable into the USB-C slot, pressing the cable into the recesses in the Virt Camera 
Arm Front and Virt Camera Arm Back, with the end of the cable running through the opening in 
the side of the Virt Camera Arm Back.

FIXING TO YOUR MOD RAIL (supplied separately)

This is compatible with the 500mm and 350mm Mod Rails, but not the 250mm version.

Use the Mod Slider Screw E to secure the Mod Slider to the Virt Camera Arm Back. 

Slot Mod Thumb Screw G into the front of the Mod Rail, followed by the Mod Slider. Finally, 
insert Mod Thumb Screw F into the side of the Mod Rail where the USB-C Cable is protruding. 

Ensure that Mod Thumb Screw G is 2117mm from the floor and tighten both Thumb Screws 
around the Virt Camera Arm Back and Mod Slider. Use the two MOD Cable Tidies I to secure the 
USB-C Cable to the side of the mod rail.

FIXING TO YOUR WALL

Using a spirit level and tape measure, mark a + on the wall at a height of 2117mm, then another + 
54mm above it. Measurements are taken from the centre of the + mark.

Using a drill, drive a drill bit of 6mm in diameter and 35mm length into the wall using the centre of 
the + marks as a guide. Ensuring that there is no debris in the holes, insert two Wall Plugs J. 

Fasten the Virt Camera Arm Back to the wall using two Wall Screws K.

CONNECTING YOUR VIRTCAM TO YOUR DEVICE

Plug the USB-A cable into a 5V (2A or higher) power supply (not included). Plug the USB-C into 
the rear of the TARGET VIRTCAM.

Ensure that your Mobile/Tablet is connected to a WiFi network (30mbps or higher) 
in your device settings.

Install the DartCounter app from the Play Store or App Store, create an account and log in.

In the app, go to the menu and click Smart Devices, followed by the + button.

Select TARGET VIRTCAM and click CONTINUE.

Follow the instructions on screen and turn the VIRTCAM ON, press the button and wait until a 
white light shows.

Once you have followed the steps on screen you will receive the message CONGRATULATIONS 
and you will see camera streams. You have successfully configured your TARGET VIRTCAM.

Your TARGET VIRTCAM should now be visible in your list of Smart Devices on the DartCounter 
app. It is now linked to your account and ready for online games.

If you need to check the camera operation and alignment, open the settings menu. 
Press Smart Devices > VIRTCAM Settings and you should be able to see both camera streams.
